Helpful Tips for Remote Learning: 
Treat the day as much like a school day as possible and find a routine 

with learning times and breaks. 
Make sure students are participating in Live Meetings as much as 

possible. 
Understand that teachers are teaching during the day and 
communicating by email or messaging may take time to get a 

response.  It may not be immediate. 
Please reach out to your child’s teacher if you need support in 

accessing the materials for learning or if you need clarification 
regarding schedules and activities. 
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What is the difference between remote and virtual learning? 
In Mingo County, there are two different learning models in which students participate.  Some 
students follow a blended learning model, which means they come to school when our county’s 
COVID-19 designation allows.  When our county is either ‘Red’ or ‘Orange’, they become 
remote learners, continuing lessons designed by their teacher online.  The other model 

includes students who learn in a fully virtual program.  This is an online curriculum that is 
different from the curriculum used by our in-person students.  Virtual students complete 

learning solely from home and never come into our building.

 Knowing something about the topic or setting makes a tougher book easier 

to comprehend.  If your youngster is reading a novel set in China, he could 

look up the country online (try a children’s site like 

kids.nationalgeographic.com).  

 

Encourage your child to look at a simpler book on the same subject.  A 

picture-book biography about Harriet Tubman may help your child better 

understand a textbook chapter on the civil rights movement, for instance. 

 

Suggest that your child read complicated material with pencil and paper in 

hand.  He can jot down questions, words to look up, or facts he wants to learn 

more about.
